The Operations Department is responsible
for maintaining municipal trees throughout our
community. These include boulevard trees, trees at
the sides of roads and trees within our parks and at
facilities. If you have any guestions or concerns
regarding the maintenance or conditions of
municipal trees please direct them to the Operations
Department. The removal and replacement of trees
IS contracted out by the Municipality to specialized
companies. After a request has been investigated
and it is determined that a tree be removed or
removed and replaced, you will be placed on the
contracting list.

Streetlights

Our street light repairs are contracted out of the Municipality. As we
receive calls each request is filed into a database that is sent to the contractor
approximately every two weeks. When the contractor receives the list, they
will then attend to the work requests. Please note: The timeline of two weeks
typical for a streetlight that requires a bulb replacement. If you have called in
a request to have a streetlight repaired and it has not been done within three
weeks, the problem is likely not a bulb replacement, but a repair that requires
parts to be ordered. Work will begin when the parts are received by the
contractor.

Please note: Workers attend to the streetlight requests during the
daylight. Therefore if you are reporting a streetlight that is out, please be as
specific as possible as to the location because it can be difficult to determine
the affected light during daylight hours when all street lights are off.

Helpful Tip!: Mark the pole with a piece of coloured tape.

Traffic Signs

If you have any questions or concerns regarding traffic signs such as
stop signs, speed limit signs, road name signs or stop ahead signs please direct
them to the Operations Department. If you see that sign has been destroyed,
s illegible or is down please notify the Operations Department immediately, as
this is a serious safety concern.
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Litter Pick Up

Storm Sewers

The Municipality of Clarington is responsible for the maintenance of
storm sewers. These sewers act as a pathway for water to drain after rain fall or
when the snow melts in the spring. They are located at the side of the road,
closer to the sidewalk. If you have any questions or concerns regarding these
sewers please contact the Operations Department. Sewers that are located
towards the middle of the road are Septic Sewers and are maintained by the
Region of Durham. If you have any questions or concerns regarding these

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Winter Maintenance

Winter roads prove to be a safety concern after a heavy snowfall or during icy
conditions. The Municipality of Clarington is responsible for plowing snow and laying down
sand/salt for icy conditions on Municipal roads. In order to help us clear the roads more
effectively, please help us by following the Municipality by-laws regarding vehicle operation.

Municipality of Clarington By-law 91-58:

Section 406 (i) prohibits the parking of vehicles on any roadway for a period longer
than three (3) hours, and is also applicable to overnight parking on any road under the
jurisdiction of the Municipality of Clarington.

Section 4-6 (L) states that no person shall on any highway, park any vehicle
between the hours of 3:00 a.m. and 5:00 a.m.
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Senior/Disabled Sidewalk and Windrow
Snow Clearing Program

m To be eligible for this service, applicants
must be 65 years of age or older or be
physically disabled, occupy a single family
dwelling which fronts onto a town street in
specified urban areas or the urbanized areas of
specific hamlets, and have no able bodied
persons under the age of 65 years residing on
the property. The snow clearing service on
municipal sidewalks start when a snow fall ends
and only when there is more than 2.5 cm
(approximately 1 inch) of snow on sidewalks.
The driveway windrow snow clearing service is
not undertaken until the snow plowing on all
Municipal streets has been completed. Forms
are available from the Customer Service Desk in
the Municipal Administrative Centre (40
Temperance St., Bowmanville) and at the
Operations Centre (2320 Taunton Road,
Hampton). You can call 905-263-2291 and
leave your name, full address, postal code and
your telephone number and an application will
be mailed to you.
